This test will also provide
valuable information for all goat
producers and the public.

Bucks will receive CD&T upon arri-
val.

Bucks will be examined by a veteri-
narian upon arrival.

Bucks will be wormed with at least
two wormers and no more than three
upon arrival.

Bucks that do not show a 90% loss
of worms within ten days will not be
allowed to perform in test.

*  More than 25 acres of improved
forage rotationally grazed.

* Forage includes: fescue, ber-
mudagrass, lespedeza; clo-
vers—red, ladino, and arrowleaf
along with chicory and other
improved pasture.

*  Protein supplement provided to
stimulate forage consumption.

Bucks displaying symptoms of dis-
ease or illness during the test will be
quarantined on forage.

Low performing bucks may need to
be removed from the test. This will
be determined by the test manager.

Sufficient forage will be provided to
the bucks along with a feed supple-
ment.

Bucks scoring a 4 or higher on the
FAMACHA scale will be de-wormed
and disqualified.
